Guest Speaker: Officer Matt Lawson MFPD

This was focused on the Civil Disturbance Unit (CDU) of Waukesha County. Formed in 2016 this
group comprises multiple municipalities in our county. These law enforcement officers are trained
to handle large scale protests, demonstrations and acts of disorderly conduct. Their goal is to
make sure citizens are safe whether they are participating in the event or a spectator.

Matt shared his wealth of knowledge and experiences from major events that we have heard of
through the news (Kenosha, Tosa and Menomonee Falls). He also explained that large VIP events
are also in the scope of this group. Currently MFPD has 5 members that are a part of a 130
member group.
